  FUNDRAISERS (EASY)

Social Media Campaign

for specific organizations that 
has a special day/month and 
have people donate to that 

organization. 
(Ex: March of Dimes, November) 

50/50 Raffle 
A 50/50 raffle is a simple 

fundraiser where you sell raffle 
tickets and at the end of the 

night your organization keeps 
50% of ticket sales and the 

winner of the raffle receives the 
other 50%. 

Pie Competition 
Survey teachers in school to find 

participants, make for each 
teacher with their name and/or 
picture, and sell raffle tickets for 

students to place in jars of 
teachers they want to pie in the 

face.

Hole, a Bouncy House, a 
Basketball Tournament, etc.
